This timeline traces Khabar Patrika’s journey from a simple death news leaflet to a trusted, 
full-colour community newspaper. It highlights its evolution from sharing death notices to 
becoming a vibrant publication featuring community news, milestones and announcements.
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Parenthood reshapes identity, often sidelining 
professional ambition, yet the desire to grow 
and rediscover purpose remains.

For years, my biggest goal was a full night's 
sleep. My world was made of gardens, laundry, 
pureed food, which then shifted to play dates 
and academic routines.

I loved my offspring, but missed the old me.
My ambition felt like a distant memory. While 
balancing motherhood, home and career, I 
realised I wasn’t trying to return to my old self, 
but to build a new one by reclaiming ambition 

and moving forward differently.

Here is what I learned: 

1. Your ambition can change shape

Before my offspring, my ambition was like a 
loud shout. It was about big titles and long 
hours. 
Now, my ambition is a quiet, steady hum. It's 
not about wanting less but wanting different 
things.
Maybe it's a job that lets you leave at 3 pm for 
school pick up. Maybe it's starting a small 
business from your kitchen table.

Your ambition didn't die, it just grew up.

2. You have new superpowers

Think about what you do every day. You are a 
negotiator (convincing a child to wear socks).

Common Modus Operandi of Scammers:

    Creating Panic: Victims are falsely accused
    of crimes like money laundering or
    cybercrime and threatened with immediate 
    arrest.

    Digital Verification: Fake documents, videos, 
    or doctored arrest warrants are used to 
    appear legitimate.

    Coercion: Threats include arrest, bank 
    account freezing, or passport cancellation, 
    while victims are told not to contact family 
    or lawyers and to pay a ‘security deposit’ or 
    ‘fine‘.

    Payment Methods: Money is demanded 
    through digital transactions, sometimes 
    with remote monitoring of banking activity.

One must remember the Golden Hour rule, 
especially when a financial fraud has occurred, 
which is typically the ‘First 60 Minutes’ (or up to 
a few hours).

What to do during The Golden Hour?

    Call 1930: Immediately call the national 
    cybercrime helpline.

    Report To Your Bank: Contact your bank to     
    request an urgent freeze on the account or 
    payment.

    Register Online: File a formal complaint on 
    the National Cybercrime Reporting Portal 
    (cybercrime.gov.in).

Why it’s crucial? 

    Rapid Money Movement: Scammers transfer 
    funds within seconds through multiple 
    accounts, making swift action essential.

    Freezing Transactions: Immediate reporting 
    allows banks and cyber police to freeze     
    money in initial accounts before it reaches 
    fraudsters.
