Like a lamp quietly 
lighting a room, her effort often glows 
in the background. There is a quiet 
poetry in her strength, but even poetry 
needs pauses between lines.

Empowerment was never meant to 
feel like carrying everything alone. It 
was meant to open doors, not add 
invisible weight to already full 
shoulders. When responsibilities are 
shared, hearts feel lighter. When 
appreciation is spoken, energy 
returns. When conversations are open, 
understanding grows. 

Even small gestures, a helping hand, a 
kind word, a moment of patience, can 
make the journey softer. 
Empowerment blossoms most 
beautifully when support walks 
besides it.

Because real empowerment is not 
about proving she can do everything, 
it is about knowing that she was never 
meant to do everything alone.

The Weight Behind The Wings

The US-AI industry is in the midst of 
making financial history. Companies 
are being valued on par with countries, 
while posting losses.

OpenAI began in 2015 as a non-profit 
dedicated to building safe AI. In 2018, 
GPT models began demonstrating real 
capability and commercial viability. 
OpenAI then created a for-profit arm 
to attract capital. Massive 
investments flowed, indicating 
confidence in AI tech, leading to 
soaring valuations. Today, OpenAI is 
valued at $500 billion while remaining 
unprofitable.

Anthropic, founded in 2021, is valued at 
$350 billion with only $14 billion in 
revenue. Elon Musk’s xAI, launched in 
2023 is valued at $200 billion. The 
market capitalisation of these young 
companies is now rivaling major 
industrial corporations and many 
national economies.

This valuation surge is caused by: 
i) Investors wagering on potential 
dominance of AI. The wager only 
becomes larger with each funding 
round creating a fragile system riding 

on investors’ continued faith in AI’s 
future paramountcy,

ii) Illusion of greater economic activity 
than reality because of how money is 
circulated in the AI industry - capital 
flows from large tech companies 
(Nvidia, Microsoft, Amazon and 
Google) and is then used to purchase 
cloud computing and chips from the 
very same companies. Revenue is 
thus recorded at multiple points, 
instead of new money being 
generated, reinforcing the perception 
of explosive growth.

This is of concern because there is no 
timeline or outcome certainty offered 
by the AI industry. Adding to this, the 
invested capital extends beyond 
venture capital to include pension 
funds, university endowments, and 
sovereign wealth funds, thus exposing 
broader society in case of a dot-com 
like crash. 

We are witnessing one of the largest 
financial speculations in history unfold 
in real time. If AI delivers the 
transformative gains it promises, then 
today’s spending may appear 
visionary. If not, it may resemble a 
speculative bubble. The story is still 
being written, and the music is still 
playing.

AI Valuation: 
A Risk or A Gamble?

Some 
thrive while others quietly disappear. 

Copper Bells: The Bell That Never 
Stopped Ringing

The Lohar community in villages like 
Nirona, Zura, and Kunaria practice 
copper bell making, a craft over 1,000 
years old that originated in Sindh. 
These bells, called "Ghantadi" locally, 
were traditionally tied around cattle’s 
necks to help pastoral communities 
track herds.
Artisans use recycled metal scraps, 
coat them with copper and zinc 
powder, wrap them in cotton and clay, 
then fire them in furnaces, making it 
sustainable. Each bell produces a 
unique sound, tuned by the artisan 
using a harmonic hammer called ekal.
Today, the craft thrives with the 
younger generation’s innovative ideas 
of creating wind chimes, xylophones, 
and decorative items that attract 
global demand. Most artisans want 
their children to continue this craft not 
only because it’s profitable but also 
because it’s coveted.

Kharad Weaving: Disappearing In 
Silence

While copper bells thrive, Kharad 
weavers work in silence. They craft 
woollen carpets using camel, goat, 
and sheep wool on traditional 
nomadic looms, using natural 
vegetable dyes.
Until the 1990s, about ten families 
practiced this craft; today, only two 
remain. No celebrity endorsements. No 
global recognition. Just a quiet 
disappearance as families migrate for 
better income.
These carpets tell narratives of the 
desert life, migration patterns, 
seasons, and survival, all weaved in 
harmony.
Yet, despite their cultural richness, 
Kharad weaving is quietly fading, its 
stories slowly disappearing, unheard!

Walking or balancing on a flexible 
webbing line tied between two fixed 
points, usually in parks or open 
spaces.

It just 
asks you to show up, wobble a little, 
and try again - which, honestly, 
sounds like a great life advice too.

Slacklining: An Urban 
Sport Worth Trying

Prague’s beauty lies in how effortlessly 
the city holds on to its past. The 
castles, the cobbled streets and that 
storybook facade create the 
impression as if the whole city is frozen 
in time. I remember walking along the 
Vltava River, gazing at the skyline 
stitched with terracotta roofs. It 
appeared just when I least expected it. 
The Dancing House: curved, playful, 
almost mid-motion. It did not just 
stand there; it seemed to sway.
 
There was something unexpected 
about it. Built on land destroyed during 
the 1945 bombing, the structure feels 
like a quiet act of reinvention, not loud 
or forced, just different. Almost as if the 
city allowed itself one moment of 
experimentation. A gentle exhale of 
modernity in the middle of old-world 
charm.

Designed by Vlado Milunić and Frank 
Gehry, the building is often called 
“Fred and Ginger”. 

But why call it Fred and Ginger, you 
may ask? The nickname was inspired 
by the legendary American dance duo 

Fred Astaire and Ginger Rogers. Two 
towers that appear to be leaning into 
each other, like they have been caught 
mid-waltz. One solid, one fluid. A little 
dramatic, a little whimsical. Once you 
see it, you can’t unsee it.

I stood there longer than I expected to.
Maybe it was the contrast. Prague is so 
carefully preserved. And then there is 
this bizarre building, rebellious, 
completely unapologetic. And yet, it 
fits. Not in the way the rest of the city 
does, but in the way a new chapter fits 
within an old story.

From the seventh-floor Ginger and 
Fred restaurant in the Dancing House, 
one can see all the way to the Prague 
Castle, the past and present quietly 
coexisting in one frame.

When it was first constructed, many 
locals saw it as a disruption to 
Prague’s historic charm. Standing 
before it now, that very contrast is 
precisely what I found magical. I think 
that’s what stayed with me. 

Against the ornate backdrop of the old 
city, the Dancing House feels bold and 
unwavering, like an unspoken 
reminder that cities, like people, are 
allowed to evolve and maybe even 
dance a little.
